Fly Tipping The Parish Council has experienced a high volume of fly tipping and litter at several of its sites
recently. The Council would like to make those members of the public who are responsible for this aware of the
fact that our Groundsmen do inspect these sites regularly throughout the day and that anyone caught fly tipping or
abandoning their litter will be reported and prosecuted.

School Road Traffic Calming following a public consultation the Parish Council made investigations into what

traffic calming measures could be taken at School Road. One idea put forward was to have speed limit stickers on
wheelie bins. The Council have voted against this suggestion on the basis that it is not financially viable, given
that the stickers are expensive, generally have a short life expectancy and would only be on viewed once fort-
nightly. It was also felt that this option could prove dangerous, as residents may be tempted to leave their bins out
longer in order to gain maximum impact.
